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Wave power viable
Clean power group Carnegie
Corporation says more than one-third
of Australia's baseload power needs
could be economically generated by
wave technology. Australia has a
potential near-shore wave-energy
resource of about 171,000 megawatts,
four times the country's total installed
power generation capacity, Carnegie
said yesterday, citing a report it
commissioned from RPS MetOcean.
Carnegie shares rose 3.5c, or 25.93 per
cent. to close at 17c.
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
